Whether you served in Canada’s
armed forces, lived through one of the
World Wars, or are just interested in hear-
ing about our shared history, this event is a

unique way to mark our annual time of

remembrance.

Ken Chisholm has been active in
Cape Breton for more than 30 years as a
singer, songwriter, musician, actor, direc-
tor, and writer. He has won numerous
awards for directing, acting, and script-
writing, and has written several plays com-
missioned by community groups, includ-
ing one on the subject of the Canadian
Navy’s role in protecting convoys in the
Second World War.

Ken began his duties as Cape Breton
Regional Library’s Storyteller in Residence
in July, and will serve a two year term dur-

ing which he will participate in library and
community events to promote and celebrate
storytelling. Baddeck Library is pleased to
have Ken with us for his first event in this
branch. This event, like all library events, is
free. Everyone is welcome to attend.
